Modern Hero Of Faith
Corrie Ten Boom and her family
were watchmakers in Haarlem, Holland,
where they gave what little they had to
spread God’s love and help others.
But everything changed when World War
II erupted and Hitler’s army took over their
country. As the Nazis rounded up Corrie’s
Jewish neighbours and sent them to
deadly concentration camps, her family
worked hard to protect people, hiding
some in a secret room. In 1944, the family
were arrested and taken to prison.
During their time in prison the family
continued to tell people about Jesus.
Corrie survived the time in prison, but her
family did not. In the following years Corrie
continued to share God’s love and
showed people how to forgive, even
forgiving the man who betrayed the family
and got them sent to prison.
